The quest for freedom cannot be
suppressed. It arises from a recognition
of the inestimable dignity and value of a
person, and it cannot fail to be
accompanied by personal commitment.

Nor is freedom a
license to do whatever we like. Freedom
has an inner logic which distinguishes it
and ennobles it : freedom is ordered to
the truth, and is fulfilled in man’s quest
for truth and in man’s living the truth.
