Gandhian Movement in Raja Rao’s
Kanthapura

Raja Rao is regarded as one of
the greatest Indian English novelists.
His contribution to the growth of the
Indian English novel is enormous. His
first novel Kanthapura established him
as a unique writer in the field of
fiction-writing. Narrated in the voice of
an elderly woman, the novel explores
the turbulence in a South Indian village
caused by the arrival of a Gandhi-like
figure who preaches non-violent
resistance to British rule. The good
and evil spirits are personified by
Gandhi, on one hand and the British
rule in India on the other. It is the
spiritual and metaphysical aspect of
Gandhian thought that shaped Raja
Rao’s creative vision. Raja Rao
progresses from the humanistic stand
point to the spiritual and metaphysical,
to man’s relationship to the ultimate
reality according to the Vedantic
metaphysical concept. In this regard,

Rao’'s ‘Brahminic’ intellectual
background could not be ignored.
Moreover, it is in the light of his

understanding of the people of India
and in terms of the mobilization and
circulation of Gandhian ideology among
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these people, that Rao registers this
impact. Kanthapura was published in
1938 but it was only after the
publication of Raja Rao’s The Serpent
and the Rope that he was catapulted
into international fame. In course of
time, the novel came to be recognised
as a classic of Indian English fiction.
Kanthapura deals with the Gandhian
Movement and its impact on a small
vilage called Kanthapura. The novel
depicts the early phase of India's
freedom struggle when the Civil
Disobedience Movement was at its
height. It concerns itself with the
Gandhian ideology such as non-violent,
non-cooperation movements of 1919-
22 and 1930-31 and its impact on the
social and political life of the country.

The novel begins with
the description of the village and its
surroundings. The village is divided into
the ‘Brahmin’ quarters, the ‘Pariah’
qguarters, the ‘Potter's’ quarters and
‘Weaver's’ quarters. This brings out the
divisions of the village society which is
cast-ridden like most villages in India.
The main plot of the novel is concerned




with the impact of the Gandhian
movement on the people of
Kanthapura. The sub-plot deals with
the sufferings of the poor workers in
the Skeffington Coffee Estate near
Kanthapura. The over-all impression
created by the novel is that of stark
poverty of the people and the
exploitation of the Indian masses by
the Britishers and atrocities committed
on unarmed ‘Satyagrahis’ by the
Government. The villagers and the
coolies suffered untold hardships and
lost everything they had but did not
lose faith in the principles and policies
of Mahatma Gandhi. Their unflinching
faith in God sustained
them through all their
sufferings.

The novel
deals with early phase
of the freedom
struggle. The main aim
was political freedom
but it was also closely
linked with religious
reforms and removal
of social evils.
Kanthapura pictures vividly, truthfully
and touchingly the story of the
resurgence of India under Gandhi's
leadership. Kanthapura is India in
microcosm. By reading the novel one
gets an idea about the methods and
principles of Gandhi. Moorthy and the
other freedom fighters of Kanthapura
are followers of Gandhi and use
Gandhian methods in their struggle
against the government. They follow
the path of non-violence. The people
of Kanthapura picketed the toddy
shops. Many toddy booths in and
around Kanthapura were picketed. They
adopted non-violent methods and did
not lose control even when they were
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being manhandled and beaten
mercilessly by the police. Even women
and children were manhandled. Gandhi
never actually appears on the scene.
He remains in the background
throughout the novel but the influence
he had on the people was tremendous.
Gandhi was able to motivate his
countryman to lay down their lives for °
the country. Like thousands of young
men all over the country, Moorthy gave
up his studies -and joined the freedom
movement. He dedicated his life to the
struggle for independencé after he had
a vision of Gandhi. Moorthy tried to
follow the principles of Gandhi. He
burnt his foreign clothes
and started using
‘Khadi’. - He did not
marry and devoted his
life totally to the
struggle for
Independence. He
sacrificed his personal
life and happiness for
the sake of his country.
He became the leader
of the freedom fighters
in Kanthapura. Though
he was very young, he was loved and
respected by the people of Kanthapura.
Even the people who were much older
than him respected him and had full
faith in him. So, he is the most
prominent and most important among
the followers of Gandhi depicted in the
novel.

The Gandhian Movement was
brought to Kanthapura by Moorthy and
the city boys. He went from door to
door to tell people about Gandhi and
his views and principles. He distributed
charkhas among the people of
Kanthapura free of cost. He had
contact with the city Congress and the
‘charkhas’ were given to him by them




free of cost for distributing among the
villagers. In the beginning, he found it
difficult to convince the villagers to take
the charkhas and start spinning cloth
on a regular basis. Ultimately he was
able to convince most of them that it
was essential not only for them but
also for achieving political freedom.
With time more and more people joined
the Congress. The Congress Committee
was formed in Kanthapura. The
villagers regarded Moorthy as the
Gandhi of Kanthapura They called
Mahatma Gandhi the “big mountain”
and Moorthy the “small mountain”.
Throughout the novel Moorthy acts as
a local Gandhi and he follows
Gandhian principles. Moorthy was a
follower of Gandhi and worked for
removal of untouchability and removal
of other social evils. Moorthy worked
for upliftment of pariahs. Moorthy does
not stop working for ‘the upliftment of
the pariahs even on being asked by
his mother. She was shocked when
she came to know that Moorthy will be
excommunicated if he does not stop
working for the pariahs. Moorthy did
not take this seriously. He did not stop
mixing with the pariahs even after the
death of his mother. He kept a fast
for three days because he felt that he
had not been able to live up to the
ideals of the Mahatma. He held himself
responsible for the violence that took
place at the Skeffington Coffee Estate.
After the fast he started the ‘Don't
touch the Government campaign’.
Under his leadership the people of
Kanthapura picketed non-violence like
a true follower of Gandhi. He was
arrested by the police many times and
during his trial, he behaved like a true
Gandhian.

The characters in the novel can
be basically divided into two categories.

There are characters like Advocate
Sankar, Rangamma and Ratna etc, who
are followers of Gandhi. And the other
category consists of characters like
Venkamma and Bhatta who are against
the Gandhian movement. Rangamma
actively participated in the work of the
Congress. Her house became the office
of the Congress in Kanthapura. The
freedom fighters used to assemble at
her house and discuss their plan of
action. She took active part in
organising the wemen of Kanthapura
and forming the ‘Sevika Sangh’. She
motivated the women to fight and tried
to prepare them mentally to bear the
atrocities of the police calmly. She
succeeds in this to quite an extent.
She asks the women not to neglect
their house hold work. She is able to
talk in a very impressive and convincing
manner. She read the newspaper
regularly and is aware of what is going
on in the world. She tells the villagers
about the various things she reads in
the newspapers. She is able to explain
the contents of the religious texts to
the villagers in a very impressive
manner. Ratna is also a follower- of
Gandhi. She is a widow and only fifteen
years old. She becomes the leader of
the freedom fighters in Kanthapura in
absence of Moorthy. Advocate Sankar
tries to follow the principles of Gandhi
and is a very honest and upright man.
He is a lawyer like Mahatma Gandhi.
He does not take up false cases and
if at any point he comes to know that
his client has lied to him and is actually
guilty, he gives up the case immediately
and in some cases he even made
them confess. Sankar leads a simple
life and is in favour of khadi being
used by all Indians. He insists on this
because he knows that the purpose of
the khadi movement is to put a halt
to the exploitation of India by western
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industrialists. He refuses to go to any
marriage party in which the people are
not dressed in khadi. There were many
other people in Kanthapura like
Rachanna, Range Gowda -etc, who
were followers of Gandhi. By the time
the ‘Satyanarayan Puja’ was organised,
it had become a mass movement and
most people of Kanthapura had joined
the Gandhian movement.

The novel encompasses with
Gandhian ideology and freedom
struggle. The story of Satyagraha
moves forward steadily till it reaches
to its climax. It is story of the people
of a small village who realise that they
need to rise and fight for the freedom
of their motherland. They make efforts
in this direction and they fail. They
leave Kanthapura and settle in
Kashipura. As a result of the final
clash between the freedom fighters an.
the soldiers many people died and
many were injured. After this clash,
the whole village was set on fire and
destroyed and many people were
arrested. The remaining people left the
village and never came back again.
People from the city came and settled
in Kanthapura. Kanthapura shows us
in miniature a picture of the Indian
freedom movement between 1929 when
complete independence was made the
goal of the Congress and 1931 when
Mahatma Gandhi left to attend the
Second Round Table Conference.
Mahatma Gandhi's movement was not
merely political. It had three strands-
religious, social and economic and all
these are reflected in the activities
carried out in Kanthapura. Gandhiji
wanted his followers to have a firm
faith in God and to practise truth and
non-violence. The people of Kanthapura
are deeply religious and remain non-
violent in the face of the worst police
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atrocities. Raja Rao enhances the novel
through usage of Gandhian ideology
and Gandhian thought.

Kanthapura is
significant as a cultural tract which
rewrites history against the ‘inauthentic’
historical accounts compiled by
Europeans. The novel shows a cultural
revival through the use of diverse
themes and motifs. Raja Rao beautifully
deals with the fact that. religion has
the potential to move people beyond
dormancy. It provides the people of
Kanthapura the active political energy
to the extent of sacrificing their lives.
A sense of harmony and freedom,
construed as a spiritual quality runs
through the novel that overcomes all
bounds and crosses all barriers. The
novelist has become successful in
graphically delineating the heroic fight
of the villagers against the mighty
British Imperialism and their temporary
defeat- defeat which had in it the seeds
of ultimate victory. Kanthapura can be
considered to be an epic of the
Gandhian non-violent movement for
India’'s freedom.

Chaucer-

The father of English literature

Geoffrey Chaucer
Known as the father of English
literature. Chaucer is Cuidely
considered the greatest English
poet of the Middle Ages. He is
best known today for the
Canterbury Tales and was the
first poet to be buried in the Poet's
Corner of Westminster Abbey.*
Geoffry Chaucer is considered the
founder of modern English Literature.
Although Old English had produced
rich literature in the early Middle
ages, this writing tradition ended
abruptly after the Norman invasion
of 1066. From then on. French or
Anglo-Norman was the language of
the upper and the educated classes.
It was not until the 14th century
that English regained its prestige and
Chaucer was one of the first to use
it as a literary language and in
therefore regarded as the ‘Father of
English Literature’.“ Chaucer’s
work is strongly influenced by
ancient French and Italian models,
but also contains material, stylistic,
and content related innovations that

the Canterbury
stories were
written after 1388
in Chaucer’s English phase. The
famous prologue provides the setting
for the event: the poet is on a
pilgrimage to the tomb of Saint
Thomas Backet in Canterbury. In a
tavern on the outskirts of London,
he joins a group of 29 like-minded
people. The innkeeper suggests that
each of the pilgrims should tell two
stories on the way there and back.*
Of the 120 stories, Originally
planned, Chaucer completed only 22.
The diversity of the “Canterbury
Tales” is what makes them so
attractive Chaucer gave each of his
pilgrims a characteristic language and
a suitable story. So that a multitude
of different genres exists side by
side, but never less represent a unity

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Important Aspects of Women
Empowerment in Assam

Empowerment as a concept was in-
troduced at the International Women'’s Con-
ference at Nairobiin 1985. The conference
defined empowerment as a redistribution
of social, power and control of resource in
favor of women. Women empowerment is
a global issue and discussions on women'’s
Right are at the forefront of many female
information campaigns worldwide. Em pow-
erment has become one of the most widely
used development terms.

Women empowerment is a process
in which women gain greater share of con-
trol our resources, materials, human and
intellectual line knowledge, information,
ideas and financial resources line money
and across to money and control our deci-
sions in the home, community, society and
nation. Empowerment means powering
from a position of enforced powerlessness
to one of power.

When we study about on women
empowerment in Assam then we study
about some important factors which are —

Economic status of women in the
Rural Areas of Assam in the main centers
for the studies of the empowerment of
women. So the main section of women in
rural areas are —

CTeNR TR A STEna, (Sos-5s )
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(1) Agriculture:

Major emphasis should be placed on
expansion of productive work opportunities
in agriculture for females who are engaged
in this sector. Internship utilization of agri-
cultural land through adoption of double
and multiple cropping practices would lead
to higher utilization of labor force in the form
and shorter periods of seasonal unemploy-
ment in agriculture.

(ii) Allied agricultural activities:

Allied agricultural activities particu-
larly livestock farming and animal hus-
bandry have very good scope for enhanc-
ing productive work opportunities in rural
areas if these are3 developed on scientific
and commercial basis. Through better train-
ing, financial assistance, provision of mar-
keting facilities, rural women can be encour-
aged to take up these activities.

(i)  Agro based and small scale
industries:

Demand based and resource based
small scale enterprises can be set up in
rural areas. Emphasis should be placed on
preservation and development of local tal-
ents and traits. Training of females in
changes in designs and tests of consum-
ers would be necessary.




(iv) Handloom and weaving:

The most important household in-
dustry carried out by the females in all ru-
ral households in Assam is handloom weav-
ing. In order to increase prospécts of em-
ployment and income for females in
handloom weaving and to raise quality and
quantity of handloom products some basic
facilities should be provided. These are (i)
Supply of yarn at subsidized sates through
village level corporate societies, (ii) Provi-
sion of financial facilities to female weav-
ers, (iii) Supply of fly
shuttle looms through
village level organiza-
tions, (iv) Provision of
marketing facilities, (v)
Training of weavers in
improved designs ac-
cording to change in
consumer taste.

(v) Sericul-
ture:

Resources
should be taken to de-
velop Endi, Muga and
Silk. Endiis one impor-
tant household indus-
try for females in rural
areas while Muga and
silk industries are
found in selected ar-
eas. As the demand for
various products made
from Endi, Muga and
Silk are increasing.
Such industries should
be revived by providing
credit and marketing facilities and also tech-
nological guidance.

(vi) Food Processing Industries:

Food Processing Industries are vir-
tually non-existing in rural areas of Assam.

Development of food preservation, pro-
cessing, earning units can be taken up on
the basis of locally available fruits in the
region. Jelly, fruit juice, pickely have good
demand in the urban areas and the greater
portion of this demand is met from supplies
of outside Assam. Moreover, rural females
can take up preparation of various types of
rice products on commercial basis with a
linkage to nearby urban centers for mar-
keting. '

(vii)  Tailoring, embfoidery, knitting
etc-

Center for
training rural females
in tailoring embroi-
dery , knitting works
should be started in
rural areas covering
a few villages De-
mand for such ser-
vices is increasing in
rural areas because
change in consumer
taste. Female can
take initiative to
open such unites in
rural areas either in-
dividually or collec-
tively .

There are
many aspects of em-
powering women.
Some important in-
dicators in this direc-
tion are discussed in
the following sec-
tions are-

1)Education and empowerment

Education is a process of complete
moral orientation. Education of women is
the foremost requirement in improving the
status of of women in the society. An edu-
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cated women can face vagaries of the life
without any fear . Education creates mod-
ern outlook among women which in turn
strengthens their claim for better status of
society. )

One of the most important compo-
nents of a developed society is education
and it plays an important role in empow-
ering women , in strengthening the status
and rights of women h is vital component
of human resource development all over
the world. Progress of any society is largely

- dependent upon the condition of woman in
"_the society.
2)Literacy and empowerment-

_Literacy is the stepping stone to-
wards education. A man without literacy
skill could be a good person but the same
person with literacy skill could prove better
and functional.

Literacy is power and illiteracy is

disability. According to 1991 census direc-
tions, a person who can both read and write
with understanding in any language is o
be taken as literate.

Literacy among women opens the
possibility of unlimited exposure to new in-
formation and more importantly to new
perspective on existing information the
literate women are able to constructive
express their talent and give direction to
their aptitudes.

3.Social attitude and empowerment-

Women empowerment is also re-
lated to social attitude towards women’s
development like traditional belief, super-
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stitions etc. The slow progress of women’s
empowerment should be analyzed after
taking into account socio- economic fac-
tors such as Prevalence of pardon sys-
tem. Child marriage, subjugation after mar-
riage and absence of divorce system etc.
Superstitions and social at-

titude effect all the stages of female life
cycle, being with preconception and our
whelming value given to male fetus. Son
preference of the female after birth, but is
sustained through preférential feeding care
other discriminatory treatment.

Empowerment of women is not
a one way process. It is not the adult edu-
cators and activities can go and empower
others. It is two way process in which we
empower and get empowered. This is an
ongoing journey for all of us. No one can
become empowered for good and then
become an expert in empowering others.

According to us empowerment
of women means many things in Assam
and India-

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AWARENESS ON ABANDONMENT OF ANIMALS

Abandoned pets are companion animals
that are either inadvertently or deliberately cast
off by their owners. These animals are those
which are left behind all alone on the property
or streets, re-homed to a friend or family
member, or relinquished at an animal shelter.
Most of the animals are abandoned or dumped
in the streets, deserted placed or even in
dustbins, sometimes rapped in plastics and
sometimes just left behind to be waited and to
suffer.

In each year, there are a lot of animals
that are abandoned by their owners and left on
the streets. Some are even rapped in the garbage
bags and dumped in the trash. Though most of
the abandoned animals are rescued each day
there are lot of animals that are still not rescued.
Those animals are not only abandoned by the
owners but are also abused by them and some
of the people around.

Animals that are left at a shelter out of
them many are euthanized due to a lack of space
and financial resources for these animals.
Shelters unable to raise additional funds to
provide for the increased number of incoming
animals have no choice but to euthanize them,
sometimes within days. But apparently 7.6
million companion animals enter animal
shelters nationwide every year and out of those
3.9 million are dogs 3.4 million are cats. It is
also that each year around 2.7 million dogs and
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cats are killed every year because shelters are
too full and there aren’t enough adoptive homes.

In United States, approximately 6.5
million companion animals enter animal
shelters every year. About twice as many
animals enter shelters as strays as compared to
the number of animals relinquished by their
owners. It’s impossible to really determine how
many stray dogs and cats live in United States
as it estimates for cats alone range up to 70
million. However, the number of dogs and cats
euthanized in U.S. shelters declined from
approximately 2.6 million in 2011 to 1.5 million
in 2018. This decline can be partially explained
by an increase in the percentage of animals
adopted, and an increase in the number of stray
animals successfully returned to their owners.

In some cases, studies even show that
the majority of people who voluntarily cease to
keep an animal are also reported to be
emotionally attached to the dogs. It is also
reported that when people are forced to abandon
their animals in an evacuation people suffer
from mental issues such as grief, depression,
and post-traumatic stress disorder. Recognizing
the importance of pets to their owners and their
role in public health is an essential first step in
improving a public health problem that has been
repeatedly in the past and is unlikely to change
in the future.

Often, when the pets are abandoned,
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they are forced to fend for themselves and
become stray or feral. In particular, cats and dogs
go to colonies. It’s said that feral cats are more
numerous than feral dogs and can become
challenging to handle and sbcialize enough to
be re-introduced to a new human owner.
Generally, only some newly abandoned cats and
very young feral kittens can be tamed.

Stray animals increase potential
exposure to zoonotic diseases like rabies. Cat
bites or scratches involving stray or feral
animals are eight times more common than dog
bites.

Currently, the exact number of
foreclosed pets is
unknown. People often
drop animals off at a
shelter and claim they
are moving, when they
are actually leaving
due to foreclosure. In
2008, the number of
foreclosure pets was
believed to had
increased due to high
foreclosure rates. As

homeowners run out of =
time and options, \ I\ s

ptions. thgy N e
often leave their

animals behind. The
animals are then classified as abandoned
foreclosure pets.

The pets left behind in homes are ofien
left without food or water. Some are chained
letting them unable to move and be waited for
their owners to come back. Some animals do
not survive because of the lack of resources and
are found dead when realtors or banks enter the
premises. The animals are put in harm's way,
and it is often believed it is done as a way to
retaliate against those who took the home away.

Sometimes people surrender animals
because they think it’s the only possible
solution. Perhaps someone with a severe cat
allergy joins the household, and the family

doesn’t realize that these allergies can often be
treated or managed. Sometimes people are
separated from their animal companions
because they become too sick to care for them.
Many people don’t know about the importance
of advance planning for their animal family, and
so their animal companions end up in the shelter.
Saddest of all is when people die without having
made arrangements for their companions. Often
these animals are elderly and don’t adapt well
to the shelter environment. Some of them never
make it out of the shelter because they are scared
or unfriendly, and pofential adopters pass by
them.

People who leave their animals at the
shelter frequently give
moving as a reason for
abandonment of the
animals. The paperwork
for each animal tells the
story:

“Moving out of
state and cannot take
cat.”

“New landlord
does not allow dogs.”

“Found cat in
apartment next door
after neighbour moved

e Ca—

out.
“No space in new home for dog.”

But most of the time moving is just an
excuse. One study showed that more than half
of the people surrendering animals because of
moving also report behaviour problems. In other
words, the move often isn’t the real issue.

Behavioural problems are the most
common reason why people give up their dogs,
and they are the second most common reason
for cats. Behavioural problems can be very
serious, like biting or aggression in dogs but
more often common dog and cat issues are like
inappropriate elimination, destructiveness,
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barking or meowing, or not getting along with
other animals in the home. Sometimes the
problem is one of inappropriate expectations:
“Cat isn’t friendly enough.” or “Dog needs 100
much attention.” Most behavioural issues can
be corrected, but because of the lack of
knowledge or the commitment that are needed
to be done people often abandon their pets.

People surrendering an animal with
behaviour issues don’t want to hurt their
animal’s chances of adoption from the shelter,
so they may mislead shelter staff and explain
the surrender as due to allergies or a move. This
makes it even harder for the shelter to find that
animal a suitable home. Or the animal might
be adopted, only to be returned by the new
guardian as soon as the problem behaviour
starts.

As per, people believe that one of the
most important jobs of an animal shelter is to
reduce the number of abandonments through
outreach and education. Many danimal shelters
now have printed information on coping with
the most common behavioural problems, and
some even provide telephone hotlines to help
people work through issues. Shelters can help
to educate adopters about the commitment
involved in being an animal caregiver. It’s also
important for anyone thinking about adopting
an animal to consider in advance how they will
deal with potential issues, so that they don’t end
up adding to the numbers of abandoned animals.

In many states in the United States, it is
a felony to abandon a pet. In New York, it is
considered a misdemeanour, and the recent
senate bill S410 proposes to increase the
maximum fine for the crime of abandonment
of animals to $2,000.

However, there is still a necessity to
investigate interventions to prevent companion-
animal relinquishment.

The average amount of animal abuse
cases each year is 1.920. Pet abandonment is a
prime example of a huge issue in the world that
needs to be addressed. With hope, teens have
risen to this issue and helped hugely. It is good
that how shelters help, how volunteers help, and
it would have been better if we can prevent this
horrible issue, but there are also downsides to
this, like animals being abused and neglected, °
as this is how the issue happens.
