skills for functioning in English.

The pamary reason for this
wide gap is becsuse ar the school level they
cither study in the English medium or they study
English oaly as 2 subject. Between these two
extremes, the range varies from a near-native
command of the spokea and written form of
the language 0 2 memimal comprehension of

In order to motivate the students,
teachers must adopt the experiential-learning
pedagogy. Students’ exposure to children’s
songs, simple stories or story telling sessions,
cartoons, films etc. can play a role in developing
students’ listening and speaking skills and also
give them access to the cultural aspects of the
language.

The skills of listening, speaking, reading
and writing (LSRW) should be expanded
and combined. Timetables, schedules, maps,
newspaper and magazine extracts should be
used in oral and listening activities. Assessment
of listenirig and speaking skills should focus
mainly on class oral practice, role-plays, pair

work and group interacdons rather than on
paper and pencil tests.

To succeed in 2 multilingual situation,
it is essential that a teacher builds up a rapport
with his/her students. Moreover, the teacher
must possess multilingual reading, writing and
speaking and also translation skills and thus
help create a positive learning environment.
Students in colleges are wusually passive
learners. However, it is imperative that they
be converted into active learners. The teachers
must help students to cultfvate essential
English communicative ability and apply them
to real life situations. The focus must be in
trying to cultivate interest in the language and
develop strategies for learning English which
will lead to effective self-motivated learning
and internalization of the language.

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A Brief History of Postcolonial Literature

Since the 1980s, numerous novelist,
dramatists, and poets have been’marketed as
postcolonial writers. In the broadcast terms,
Postcolonial literature includes works that have
a relationship to the subjugating forces of
imperialism and colonial expansion. In short
Postcolonial literature is that which has arisen
primarily since the end of wotld war II from
regions in the 20th and 21st countries, such as
the Indian subcontinent, Nigeria, South Africa
and numerous part of the Caribbean, for
example, might be described as Postcolonial.
Early Postcolonial Writers of Imaginative
Literature :

While the field of postcolonial studies
only began taking shape in the late 1970s and
early 1980s, numerous fiction writers began
publishing works in the decades immediately
following World War II. One of the most
significant postcolonial novels to emerge in
this period was Chinua Achebis “Things Fall
Apart” (1958). Published in the late 1950s,
Achebe wrote the book at the end of the British
colonial period in Nigeria. The novel tells the
story of Okonkwo, an Igbo village leader in

the late 19th century who must witness the
tragic demise of his culture at the hands of
colonialism.

Tayed Salih’s “Season of Migration
to the North” (1966) is another significant
and early work of postcolonial fiction. A
bildungsroman of sorts, Salih’s novel follows
an unnamed protagonist as he returns to his
Sudanese village after years of education
abroad in England only to learn of the
devastating effects of imperialism.

When it comes to plays, Derek Walcott’s
“Dream on Money Mountain™ (1970) helped
to set the world stage for the postcolonial
dramatists. A writer from Saint Lucia, Walcott’s
works frequently depict the colonial form of
the West Indies. Indeed his plays, as well as his
poems, encourage his readers to question the
history and politics of the Caribbean, and its
role as a postcolonial site.

Since writers like Achebe, Talib Salih
and Derek Walcott laid the ground work for
the global circulation of postcolonial fiction,
numerous writers from across the world have
began publishing novels, plays, and collection
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of poetry that speak to the injuries of colonial
violence. From the Indian subcontinent, 2
number of young and notable novelists have
depicted the destructive force of the:1947 India-
Pakistan Partition and the caste system in the
region through their works. Examples include,
Dlman Rushdies’s “Midnight’s Children”
(1981), Amitabh Ghosh’s “The Shadow Lines”
(1988). Bapsi Sidhwa’s “Cracking India”
(1991), Arundhati Roy’s “The God of Small

e
Things” (1997) and Manju Kapur's “Difficult
Daughters” (1998).

The World of postcolonial literature
is broad and ever-expanding. We have only
scratched the surface of the fiction and drama
that falls into this broad field. This is 2 field of
literacy studies that is stll being written, and
we, as a reader, can play an important role in
helping to shape it.

The
history of English Literature starts with the
Germanic tradition of Anglo-Saxon settlers
which were around 5th to 11th century. AD
and the first long narrative poems in the history
of English Literature were “Beowulf” and
“Widsith”. Before discussing in detail, let us
know the most important periods of English
Literature.

Old English (Anglo — Saxon Period)

The oldest English Literature was
in Old English which is the earliest form of
English. ‘Beowulf” is the earliest and the most
popular work in old English literature. Only
some 30,000 lines of old English poetry are
extent. Old English Poetry comes out of four
manuscripts- Vercelli, Exeter, Beawulf and
Junius manuscripts. Old English poetry was
written in continuous lines just like prose.
No punctuation marks or capitalisation was
present. Most of the poems lack the record of
authorship. Caedmon and Cynewulf were the
important poets of this period.

Middle English Period

This period started with the Norman
Conquest in 1066 and ended in 1500. There are
two shorter ages in this period. The span from
1066 to 1340 is called Anglo-Norman Period
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because the literature of this period was written
mainly in Anglo-Norman Period because the
literature of this period was written mainly in
Anglo-Norman, the French dialect s.poken by
the new ruling class of England. The period
from 1340 — 1400 is called the Age of Chaucer
because Chaucer, the great poet dominated
this period. The time from 1066 to 1500 is also
called the Middle Ages.

Chaucer is the true representation of
this age. His works breath the political, social,
economic and religious tendencies of his time.
He is known for his technique of versificadon
and characterization. He wrote in the Middle
English dialect. This period includes his
remarkable wotk, “The Canterbury Tales.” In
this poem, he truly represented the comedy
of life in its all forms. It was the first book
written in English in 1388. It is believed that
Chaucer wanted to write 124 tales but only
24 are written. The pilgrims in this poem are
persons of all ranks and classes of society.

The English language reached a
standard towards the end of this period. Prose
got a strong foundation though it remained
immature. Poetry served as the main genre.
Drama began in the form of ‘mystery play’,
‘morality play’ and ‘interlude’. The writers
of this age were greatly influenced by Dante,
Petrarch and Boccaccio. Love, chivalry and
religion are the three main literacy ideals of
this period. Some other major writers include
John Wycliffe who is known as the Father of
English prose, William Langland who wrote
Piers Plowman, John Gower etc.

The Renaissance Period

The English Renaissance originates
from the Italian ‘Rinascimento’ which means
rebirth. This rebirth refers to the renewed
interest in classical and Greek writings. Though
Renaissance began in 1453, its effect on
English life and literature was felt after 1500.

This period is subdivided into three shorter
ages :

(a) The Elizabethan Age (1558 — 1603)
(b) The Jacobean Age (1603 — 1625)

(c) The Carolin Age (1625 — 1649)

(i) The Elizabathen Age

This age is named after Queen
Elizabeth 1 who reigned over England from
1558 to 1603. This is the most glorious age of
English literature. It is also called as the Golden
Age in the history of English literature. The
renaissance brought ancient Greek and Roman
wisdom to England. The religious reformation
taught religious tolerance and secularism. The
geographical and astronomical explotations
brought affluence and power. The social life
of English was marked by a strong national
spirit, humanism, religious broadmindedness,
intellectual progress etc. All these aspects of
the social life are reflected in the writings of
this period. The literature of this period shows
a quest for ‘the remote, the wonderful and the
beauriful.’

This age witnessed the emergence
of the University Wits. University Wits are a
group of young dramatists who were educated
in the Universities if Cambridge and Oxford.
Christopher Marlowe, Thomas Kyd, Thomas
Nashe, Graham Greene, John Lyly and Peele
were the member of this group. They upheld
the classical ideals and ridiculed the crudeness
of the new English plays.

William Shakespeare belonged to this
age. He wrote 37 plays and 154 sonnets. Some
other writers include Thomas More, Edmund
Spenser, Sir Philip Sidney etc. Spenser is famous
for “The Shepherd’s Calender” and “The
Faerie Queen.” “The Shepherd’s Calender”
is a collection of 12 Eclogues or a pastoral
dialogue poem that relates to conversations
among shepherds. Philip Sidney’s “Astrophel
and Stella is the first complete sonnet sequence
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in English. The sonnet series contains 119
poems in total 108 sonnets and 11 songs.
(ii) The Jacobiean Age

This age is named after James I who
reigned England from 1603 to 1625. The
word ‘Jacobean’ is derived from ‘Jacobus’, the
Lartin version of James. Shakespeare who had
started in the Elizabethan Period, wrote twelve
serious plays in this period. “Measure for
Measure’, ‘Othello’, Macbeth’, ‘King Lear’ etc.
are some of his plays written during this age.
Ben Jonson who had started in the Elizabethan
period wrote his famous plays in this period:
“Volpone’, ‘The Silent Woman’, and “The
Alchemist’.

A new group of poets known as the
Metaphysical poets emerged during this period,
Johan Dance, Andrew Marvell, George Herbert,
Henry Vaughan etc. were the metaphysical
poets. Their conceits, metaphors and images,
paradoxes and intellectual complexity make the
poems a constant challenge to the readet. John
Donne’s “The Flea’ is regarded as the most
popular metaphysical poem.

(iii) The Caroline Age

This age is named after Charles I
who reigned over England from 1625 to
1649. There was a long civil war between the
Caveliers and the Roundheads. Those who
supported the king were called ‘Cavelier’s’
and those who supported the Parliament were
called ‘Roundheads’. This age is not an age
of drama. Drama collapsed because of the
civil war. Metaphysical poetry was the main
literacy product of the age. John Donne and
Herbert continued to write their metaphysical
poetry. John Milton also started writing during
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this period and wrote Arcopagitica’, Lycidas’,
‘Comus’

The Puritan Age

Oliver Cromwell ruled England during
this peniod. It was 2 puntaa dominated age and
they lived by stnict moral and religious ideas.
They banned all the acovities considered to
be absence and Boentious. There was a clash
between church and court and the theatres
were shut. Hence, there was no production of
drama which was considered to be obscene.

Milton was sdll alive in this period.
However, he didat wnte anything important
in this penod. Thomas Hobbes and Jeremy
Taylor were some important writers during this
period.

The Restoration Age

This penod s called the Restoration
Period because = this period, Charles II
was restored to the throne in 1660 with his
restoration, the English literacy tradition was
restored. The restoration Age led to the opening
of theatres which were closed during the
Puritan Age. The coffee houses were opened
and the ‘coffee house” culture flourished.

This age encouraged literary freedom
and wild pleasures of this world. Realistic
drama was predominant. Writers widely used
heroic couplet instead of blank verse. John
Milton wrote his famous epic ‘Paradise Lost’
during this pedod. He also wrote ‘Paradise
Regained” and TSamson Agonists’. John
Bunyan’s ‘Pilgnm Progress” was also written
during this period. John Dryden’s famous ‘Mac
Fluknoe’, ‘Absalom and Achitophel’ were also
written during this period.

Assam is situated in the North-East of
India and is the largest North-Eastern state.
Assam is bounded by Bhutan and Arunachal in
the North; Nagaland and Manipur in the East;
Bangladesh, Meghalaya, Tripura and Mizoram
in the South and West Bengal in the West.
Assam has a geographical area of 78.529 square
kilometer and total population of around
25 millions. It is famous for its, tea gardens,
natural beauty, wild life reserves (specially one
horned Asiatic Rhino), temples, monuments
and mighty Brahmaputra River.
